After the overthrow of the Tsar in February 1917 political Islam and appeals to set up a Sharia
state of the Muslims started to spread at North Caucasus among the Muslim peoples. In
1917—1918 several Congresses of Mountainous peoples (mainly Muslim) were held with
active participation of the Bolsheviks. The mountainous peoples took part in the setting up
of amorphous and unstable quasi-state formations at North Caucasus. Among the Muslim
activists one can single out the Mufti Nazhmutdin Gotsinski, Imam Uzun-Hadji and Sheikh
Al-Hadji Akushinski. In the middle of the summer of 1919 the Volunteer Army of General
A. Denikin controlled all the territory of North Caucasus except for the mountainous areas
of Chechnya and Daghestan. The Chechen population was categorically against the Whites.
In August 1919 Imam Uzun-Hadji with a small detachment arrived at the village of Vedeno
from Daghestan in order to head an anti-Denikin uprising. He was ready to cooperate with
the Bolsheviks to defeat the Volunteer Army. In September 1919 a messenger, a Chechen,
Inaluk Arsanukaev-Dyshninski, came to Uzun-Hadji with a deed supposedly from the Turkish
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Sultan. Later on Arsanukaev became the Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Emirate
(the Grand Vizier), the Commander in Chief of the Armed Forces and Minister for Foreign
Affaires. In tsarist Russia the future Grand Vizier was a police chief at a small village. The
deed said that the mountainous peoples of North Caucasus must proclaim an Emirate under
Turkish protectorate. On September 29, 1919 at the village of Vedeno Uzun-Hadji declared the
creation of the North Caucasus Emirate under protectorate of the Caliph (Supreme Ruler of the
Muslims), his Majesty Ottoman Sultan Mehmed VI Vahideddin. Provisionally Vedeno became
the capital of the Emirate; later on it was planned to move it to Grozny. Uzun-Hadji was named
as His Majesty Imam and Emir of the North-Caucasus Emirate, Sheikh Uzun Hairi Hadji
Khan. In order to form a united anti-Denikin front prominent Bolsheviks were appointed at
key positions: Nikolai Ghikalo as Commander of the 5th Army, Khabala Beslaneev as Minister
for Internal Affaires, Nazir Katkhanov as Commander of the 1st Army. The list is far from
complete.

Due to hard financial situation the authorities of the North Caucasus Emirate made the
decision to apply overstamps on the Terek Republic 100 Ruble currency notes withdrawn from
circulation by the Denikin administration from July 28, 1919. One can assume that the 100
Rubles Terek notes on which both the stamps of the Command of the Red Army of the Terek
Province of N. Ghikalo and North Caucasus Emirate were applied later, had the same source
and were brought to the mountains in one consignment at the end of September — beginning
of October 1919. As to the notes of the Provincial Executive Committee of the Soviets of
North Caucasus of 50, 100 and 500 Rubles the Denikin authorities also withdrew them from
circulation. It was not possible to confirm the Uzun-Hadji stamps on these notes. May be only
a small amount of such notes was used, may be the stamps were forged. It is not possible to
exclude the possibility of later application of false stamps for collectors. Thus, the currency
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notes of the Provincial Executive Committee are listed ONLY on the basis of their listing in
other catalogues. Speaking in general terms one can also find reasons to doubt the existence of
unique and rare overstamps and overprints.

At the beginning of October the Emirate authorities started to release into circulation the 100
Ruble notes of the Terek Republic applying on them the violet 18x23mm ring stamp of the Emir
with the text in Arabic “Hadji Fu Kara Uzun al Hairi” (Servant of the poor Uzun Hairi Hadji).

Later in October— November other procedure was introduced. A round black 36mm stamp
of the Grand Vizier with the text in Arabic “Sardar al azam emir al Kavkaz” (Grand Vizier of
Emir of Caucasus), his handwritten signature and date were applied on the currency notes.
The post of the Grand Vizier in European terminology Chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers
was occupied by the above mentioned Mahomet Kyamil-khan Arsanukaev-Dyshninski. (V.
Sokolov in his unissued catalogue of 1938 states that the handwritten signature belongs to the
Commander in Chief of the Uzun-Hadji Army colonel of the Turkish service Hussein Effendi).
The round stamp and the signatures of the Grand Vizier were sometimes authenticated by a
violet oval 18x23mm ring stamp of the Emir.

There exist also genuine 10, 25, 50 and 100 Rubles of the Terek Republic with false round stamp
of the Grand Vizier with flourishes instead of the Arabic text. It is not possible to say definitely
if the false stamp was applied for circulation or later to dupe the collectors. One can assume that
if this stamp had been applied for collectors it would not look like overtly false. Although one
can also assume that the calculation was that the collector just did not know the genuine stamp.

The forged 50 Rubles of the Terek Republic are listed because the genuine stamp of the Grand
Vizier gives them legitimacy. Moreover, the 50 Ruble notes of the Terek Republic were
reportedly forged at the Vedeno “Printing House” with further application of the genuine
stamp.

V. Sokolov in his unissued catalogue of 1938 states that the Grozny Museum had the round
stamp of the Emirate in the first half of the 20s. Then it disappeared and newly stamped notes
with genuine stamp were offered to collectorsin 1926—1929. The used ink was different from
the ink of the autumn of 1919.

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The volume of the notes issued with overstamps in October—December 1919 was not sufficient
for the needs of the Emirate. It could not count on centralized money supply. The Soviet Russia
was far away and the Volunteer Army administration could not supply the rebels. Due to the
continuing money shortage and also to elevate the status of the Emirate it was decided to issue
credit notes. At the very end of 1919 — beginning of 1920 the “Printing House” of the Emirate
began to function at the provisional capital Vedeno. Because of the lack of equipment and
specialists the paper money was printed in a primitive way. The printing was done with stone
plates on any suitable paper available. The engravings were made by an officer Paul Maurach,
former German prisoner of war.

The notes of Uzun-Hadji are listed by denominations. 250 Rubles (25 Tuman) with large coat of
arms and 500 Rubles (50 Tuman) were reportedly released at the first stage and then the rest
of the denominations was brought in. There is no exact confirmation of the sequence of order.
Judging by the second letter in the serial prefix the low denomination notes could have been the
first. Though the serial prefixes could have just been reserved for the low denomination notes.
The serial letters on 500 Rubles (AB) drop altogether from the sequence. [The first letters in
the Russian alphabet are A, B, B, I', I, E...].

Most of the Credit Notes of Imam Uzun-Hadji come across in good quality. This shows that
they did not circulate for a long time. History gave them little time — from the beginning
of January to March, may be April, 1920. On March 24, 1920 the Red Army seized Grozny.
After elimination of the main enemy — the Volunteer Army — the bulk of the mountainous
peoples did not see sense in the existence of the Emirate. In March 1920 Uzun-Hadji died and
his army disintegrated. The Credit Notes of the North Caucasus Emirate lost their small value
and became old paper valuable only for collectors and historians.

On the face of the Credit Notes the coat of arms of the Emirate strikes the eye: scales
supported by the rifle and saber, with green banner of Gazawat on one plate and open Koran
on the other. The coat of arms crowned with a crown covered with a turban rests on the lying
half-moon with three stars. Such symbolism represents the Sharia monarchy.

The face of the notes shows the nominal in Arabic, Russian and French and the year in European
era 1919 and by Hidjra — 1338. On the notes of 250 and 500 Rubles the denomination in Arabic
is given in tuman — 25 and 50 Tuman. On 500 rubles the word “roubles” in French on the
notes is misspelled as “rubles”. In the trial print of 500 Rubles the mistake was removed. This
mistake must have been due to the German origin of the artist. In German the word “ruble” is
spelled as “Rubel”.

It should be noted that on 50 Rubles in contrast to other notes the Koran is on the left pan and
the banner on the right pan of the balance. 50 Rubles with large year 1919 and small one are
reported. It was not possible to confirm clear cut varieties by the size of the year. That is why
only one note is listed and illustrated, possibly with large year.

Ontheback of the Credit Notes there are the texts onresponsibility for counterfeitingin Russian
and Arabic, on circulation in Arabic as well as the mountains (of Daghestan) descending to the
(Caspian) Sea presented not in the same way on different denominations.
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Forgeries of 25, 50 and 500 Rubles are reported in some sources. It must have been low quality
work of the Vedeno “Printing House” rather that real forgeries to the prejudice of the Treasury.
There was no sense at all in making false notes of the Emirate in January-February 1920. It is
due to this reason that 500 Rubles with 10 sunrays on the back considered false in some sources
were listed.

Note 1: UZUN-HADJI HAIRI-AS-SALTA was born into a noble family in a Daghestan
(Avar) village Salta in 1847 (?), not later; according to other sources in 1920 he was 90.
Starting from the age of 7 during 11 years he studied by the prominent Sheikh Abdurrahman
Hadji. Then he continued his studies in Saudi Arabia and Ottoman Empire (Syria and Turkey
proper). Uzun-Hadji took part in the uprising of 1877 and was sent to forced labor for seven
years. Several times he fled from exile and prisons. For the second time he was arrested in
1910 for building a madrasah without permission. After this he actually went underground
delivering sermons and making agitation against the authorities in Chechnya from 1914 to
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1916. In 1916 he returned to his native Salta and in August 1919 arrived in Chechnya as
Imam where he proclaimed the North Caucasus Emirate. Uzun-Hadji died in March 1920
with the circumstances of his death being unknown. He was buried in the village Dyshne-
Vedeno in Chechnya. During his life he made Hadji Pilgrimage 11 times.

Note 2: In January 1920 the Vedeno “mint” of the Emirate is reported to have struck a small
amount of copper coins of 5 Tuman (50 Rubles), 10 Tuman (100 Rubles) and 25 Tuman (250
Rubles). Copper for these coins was reportedly brought from the raid on the Ghudermes railway
station where copper parts were cut out from a locomotive.

The coin of 250 Rubles = 25 Tuman can be found in the base of Oriental coins at Zeno.ru. The
weight of the coin is 5.35 grams, the diameter is 24.5mm, the edge is grooved. The text in
Arabic on the face says “Hairi Uzun/Hadji/1338” and on the back it says “Islamic coin/struck
at village Vedeno / 25 Tuman.

Coins of two kopecks of the last Russian Tsar Nikolai II with an overstrike of Uzun-Hadji in
Arabic on the face and on the back are also reported. The denomination is 10 Tuman (or Manat?).

It should be noted that there was not real need in striking the coins. It is exactly due to this
reason that many consider ALL the coins of Uzun-Hadji as false or rather later fantasy.

Note 3: The duration of the year by the Muslim calendar from Hegira (designated with Latin
letters AH) does not coincide with the duration of the European year. E.g. 1338 lasted from
September 26, 1919 through September 15, 1920.
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
